Bachelor of Science

The Bachelor of Science degree with a major in computer science is a professional degree designed to
prepare the student for a career of further studies in the technology and application of computers. The BS
degree requires more course work in computer science and mathematics and either technical writing or a
foreign language. An 18-hour minor should be chosen to provide in-depth understanding of an area to which
the techniques of the computer field may be applied.

The Bachelor of Science program in computer science is accredited by the Computer Science Accredita-
tion Commission (CSAC) of the Computing Sciences Accreditation Board (CSAB), a specialized accredit-
ing body recognized by the Commission on Recognition of Postsecondary Education (COPRA).

Degree Requirements

The Bachelor of Science degree with a major in computer science requires a minimum of 134 semester
hours, 42 of which must be advanced, and fulfillment of degree requirements for the Bachelor of Science
degree as specified in the College of Arts and Sciences section of this catalog.
