Pending approval by the UNT Information Resources Council, our team has been charged with designing the architecture of an Active Directory system to contain all of the UNT System areas. We have enlisted the help of the Microsoft Consulting Services group to ensure our design follows Microsoft guidelines and “best practices.” As we are in the early stages of planning, the outline below is very high-level and does not constitute a final design.  
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Planning details:

· The root and campus domain controllers along with functional systems like AD-DNS and authentication servers will be hosted on redundant systems at the UNT campus and Research Park. 

· User accounts will be created and updated from the EIS data in our IDMgmt system to facilitate single sign-on and consistent information in the directory.
· The management of department OU’s will be delegated to the network managers as is currently done in the UNT eDirectory tree.  
· The deployment of systems such as Microsoft Operations Manager, Systems Management Server and Windows Server Update Services, among others, will be included in the planning.

· Procedures will be created for:

· moving workstations into the AD forest
· distributing management roles to departments
· deploying member servers
· migrating file systems to Windows servers

· etc... 
· AD and Windows server management training will be provided for all network managers
