RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE POSITION OF PROVOST/VPAA AS THE SECOND-IN-COMMAND 
WITHIN THE UNT ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE 
WHEREAS academic endeavors lie at the heart of the university, and 
WHEREAS consideration of these academic endeavors needs to be in guiding force behind the operation of the university, and 
WHEREAS the growth in the student body that UNT is currently experiencing and expected to experience throughout the foreseeable future requires even greater attention to the educational experience that we can offer, and 
WHEREAS the changing and difficult times in which we presently find ourselves necessitate particular attention to the distribution of financial resources, and 
WHEREAS the anticipated addition of another vice president (for Research and Technology Transfer) to the University Budget Committee further dilutes the strength of the Provost’s office, and 
WHEREAS the Provost and Vice-President of Academic Affairs has historically been considered the second-in-command at UNT, and 
WHEREAS the normal university structure at quality universities through the United States is that the Provost and Vice-President for Academic Affairs be in the second-in-command, 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Faculty Senate of the University of North Texas supports the organization of administration of the university such that the Provost and Vice-President of Academic Affairs position is second in authority only to the President.
