IFC Scholarship Policy

Required per chapter for good standing... 2.51 SP08
2.54 FA08
2.57 SP09
2.60 FA09
2.63 SP10

The IFC Council will require that all chapters maintain the minimum GPA set forth on an
increasing scale per semester; until leveling out in SP10.

Probation would consist of:

1% Semester- Limited Social Probation. This would consist of the chapter being
able to only host one social event per semester, and one mixer per semester. The
chapter would remain in Good Standing for National Reporting purposes. Chapter
would have a required meeting with the Scholarship Council to review chapter
plan of action and to assess reasons for not meeting standards. The chapter must
schedule a program for the chapter that is academic based.

2" Consecutive Semester- Loss of Social Activities. This advanced level of
probation would not allow the chapter to host or participate in any social events or
UNT sponsored social activities such as: Homecoming, Greek Week, or be
eligible for Greek Awards. This level would place the chapter with a Not in Good
Standing status for National Reporting purposes. This designation would also be
placed on all assessment tools regarding grades that are published by Office of
Greek Life. IFC Executive Officers could not be elected from this chapter. The
chapter must schedule 2 academically based programs: one for the Greek
community and one for the chapter. A meeting with the Office of Greek Life staff,
Chapter Advisor, Chapter President, Chapter Scholarship Chairman, and the IFC
Executive Board will take place to discuss the chapter plan of action for semester
in which probation will begin.

3"d Consecutive Semester- IFC Membership Review. This is the most severe
level of probation which would place the chapter’s IFC membership in jeopardy.
Upon reaching this level, the Chapter will schedule a formal hearing with the
Judicial Board along with the Office of Greek Life Staff, Chapter Advisor,
Chapter President, Chapter Scholarship Chairmen, and a National Representative
to hear the case and to sanction accordingly.

Incentives:  Chapters that are 0.15 above the minimum semester GPA are eligible to
apply for and, if chosen, receive the IFC Chapter Reimbursement of $500
for an ACADEMIC related expense..



Chapters that are 0.20 points above the minimum semester GPA are
eligible to have first choice of placement at IFC recruitment orientation
and paid access to Facebook recruitment program for one semester.

Chapters that are 0.30 points above the minimum semester GPA are
eligible to receive free intramurals for up to 3 sports for a semester.

Chapters that are 0.40 points above the minimum semester GPA will be
eligible to receive a $500 recruitment reimbursement to be used during
formal recruitment only.

Chapters that are 0.45 points above the minimum semester GPA are
eligible for a reception for professors funded by IFC (limit of $500, for
food and decorations) with event invitations sent out of the GLO.

Note: All incentives are compounding
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
