Course Description

This course will build on your basic knowledge of Modern Hebrew, as
it iswritten and spoken in Isragl today. Classes will be highly interactive,
with conversations, tapes, songs and games, using as much Hebrew as
possible. There will be alot of teamwork, as we split into groups to practice
new material. Most written work will be handled outside of class.

Required materials are the textbook Hebrew From Scratch - Part 1,
and 2000+ A Dictionary For Learners of Hebrew, which you need to buy,
and audiotapes or CDs, which | will distribute free. Y ou do not need to
return the tapes and CDs. Y ou need to keep your work in afolder or binder
al semester. Do not throw away any checked assignment until the end of the
semester!

Course Objectives

Improve your Hebrew speaking, reading and writing skills.
Work with infinitives, numbers and contractions, and begin to
use past tense.
Deepen your understanding of the basic history and evolution
of the Hebrew language, and familiarity with Isragli history
and culture.

All assgnments should be turned in on time. Write the whole sentence
and not only the words in the blanks. The homework must be on my desk
before the class starts. If you miss a class when an assignment is due, ask a
classmateto turn it in for you, or turn it in the following class.

A missed assignment will earn a zero. Even if you do not fully
understand the work, you will always get some credit for trying to do the
exercise. Late homework will not earn more than a 70, and must be turned in
within one week. After that, the assignment earns a zero.
