ENTRY PROCEDURES 
 
1. Players must sign up in the Recreational Sports office, located in the 

Pohl Recreation Center room 103 by 5:00 PM on September 8.  The 
entry fee will be $25; $5 payable to the Student Recreation Center 
and $20 payable to the TWU Golf Course for green fees.  Players 
are required to attend the players meeting on Friday, September 18 
at 12:30 PM.  The purpose of this meeting is to discuss any 
necessary rules. 

 
2. It is important that you fill out the entry form completely.  If not, then 

you could be placed in a time slot or on a day that is not convenient 
for you.

Rules Of Play 
 
The TWU professional staff will establish all of the ground rules for play.

1. All golfers must be present at the players meeting at the TWU pro 

shop. 
 
2. This will be a one-day, eighteen hole tournament. 
 
3. It is a two-person scramble.  Each player will hit a shot.  The two 

players will then play the shot that they feel is the best.  Each team 
must present a scorecard to present to the supervisor on duty.  The 
low score of the round will determine the winner for the men’s, 
women’s, and Co-Rec. 

 
4. Players may ride or walk.
