Failure to show up for the meeting 
will result in the loss of your spot in the tournament. 

 
2. All players must be present and ready to play at least 15 minutes 

prior to their scheduled match time. 
 
3. The tournament will take place on Thursday, October 29 only.  A 

forfeiture of any match will prohibit the player from continuing in the 
tournament. 

 
4. Players must report the scores to the supervisor on duty.  Failure to 

report scores will result in a double forfeit for that match.
