The amount will be split equally between the Fall ($500) and
Spring ($500) semesters following the awarding of the scholarship.

Application: Each applicant must complete and submit an application form including
official transcripts before April 15 of the academic year preceding the
award. The Student Award Committee of the Department of Sociology
will present the qualified candidates to the Sociology faculty who will
determine the recipient. The winner will be announced by April 30.
