Instructions for Preparing Departmental Small Class Report

The tabulation on the reverse side of this form is to include every small, organized class offered during the current semester or term. For the purposes of this report, an “organized class” is any section of a lecture, laboratory, seminar or course (carrying an instructor type 1, 2 or 4). Enrollments reported are to be as of the 12th class day, 4th day of summer, or 2nd day of maymester. Interdepartmental (cross-listed) or interdepartmental courses meeting as single class should be listed sequentially and enclosed in brackets.

This report is to be filed in the Office of the Provost and Vice President for Academic Affairs no later than one week following the 12th class day, 3 days following the 4th class day.

Policies Authorizing and Regulating the Offering of Small Classes

It is the intent of the Board of Regents of the University of North Texas that the university and its resources be managed so as to achieve maximum effectiveness and to provide the greatest attainable educational benefit from the expenditure of public funds. It is expected, therefore, that the university will consolidate or cancel most organized classes (excluding individual instruction) which, by the end of the regular registration period, do not meet minimum enrollment standards: ten in undergraduate classes, five in graduate classes. 

In compliance with Article III, Rider 19 of  House Bill No. 1, 72nd Legislature (1st Called Session), the Coordinating Board will delete all semester credit hours generated by organized small classes when computing the number of semester credit hours to be used in the formula base period for the general academic institutions.

The exception will be those courses that meet together or are considered cross-listed courses. These classes will be considered as a single section. However, they must meet the enrollment standards of ten in undergraduate classes and 5 graduate classes in order to qualify.
